Requesting a post-operative sample —wound swab, fluid/tissue etc? We need your help! As
patients are being discharged earlier, most post-op samples are taken in the community by practice
nurses, community nurses and GPs. We’re delighted to say there is now a new request in the ICE
system. It's a post-surgical wound sample rather than the ordinary microbiology one. The SSI
symptoms are listed for the requester, with tick boxes, enabling microbiology and clinical teams to look
at the list and work out whether the patient has an infection or is simply colonised. For information on
surgical site infections, there are two very helpful modules on Turas.
