Here is the brief for Thursday 23 December 2021.

Clarification on Covid-19 isolation Following our previous advice, we have had a few of you get in
touch asking for further clarifications.

Household contacts

If someone in your household has COVID-19 you must all isolate for 10 days. But healthcare and social
care staff can still attend work if they meet the specified “exemption” criteria (i.e. three vaccine doses
more than 14 days previously, asymptomatic, negative PCR). This is an exemption from household
isolation to attend work only. Staff who are exempted must complete isolation with their household
when not at work.

Non-household contacts

If you are a contact of a case of COVID-19 who doesn’t live in your household, you must isolate for 10
days unless you meet the criteria to shorten this (i.e. two vaccine doses more than 14 days previously,
asymptomatic, negative PCR). However, to also go back to work in a healthcare or social care setting
within that 10-day period, you must have had your booster too (i.e. three vaccine doses more than 14
days previously, asymptomatic, negative PCR).

LFD Testing LFD kits available from pharmacies are for members of the public only. Health and social
care staff should join the staff LFD testing programme to receive their kits. If you have not already done
S0, you can register, just click here and complete the appropriate form.

Pharmacies may refuse to dispense LFD kits to health and social care staff.

If you need additional kits to keep up with increased testing, these are available — but please bear in
mind they are for staff only. Relatives/other household members who don’t work in health & social care
should order kits on the UK Government website or collect from a participating pharmacy.

Acute Sector staff can collect from the ARI Boardroom (next to the General Office) Monday to Friday,
between 10am and 2pm. Remember, if you experience the classic COVID-19 symptoms, do not use a
Lateral Flow Device. Book a PCR test, using the staff testing programme request form.

Grampian data The local update for today (and across the weekend), including the 7-day rolling
positivity rate, is shown below. As a reminder, this rate is arrived at by dividing the number of positive
tests in the past 7 days by the number of tests carried out in the past 7 days. Repeat tests are included
in both categories. The figure for the “daily number of new people tested” is only for the number of tests
for people who have not been tested previously.
